The Daytona Loop Ride

in the state on the Daytona Loop. Heading north out of Daytona 
on the A1A you’ll take a partially hidden left from the ocean front 
on High Bridge Road which takes you through some scenic inland 
water areas. At 22 miles, it’s a short run that can easily be done both 
directions. 

Ponce de Leon Inlet Lighthouse
25 minutes south, and a little bit off the beaten path from the hustle 
and bustle of Daytona Bike Week, the Ponce de Leon offers one of the 
best views of the beach. At 175 feet, it is the tallest lighthouse in the 
state of Florida and one of the best places to be at sunset. After the 
sun goes down you can head back up the beach and stop at the fa-
mous Racing’s North Turn Restaurant and Racing Museum, which sits 
on the exact location where racing history began in Daytona Beach.
